Infermiera in Mopoke Theatre Company’s 

production of Suor Angelica earlier this year. 

Gianna recently performed as a featured 

soloist with Recitals Australia as part of 

their 2021 Autumn Lunch Hour Series and 

is currently a member of Recitals Australia’s 

Fellowship program, which provides 

mentoring and performance opportunities 

for emerging classical artists. Gianna received 

the Malcolm J. Orchard Memorial Prize for 

performance of an Operatic Aria, and The
